7.  No campaign banner(s) will be hung on the campapearwithout proper written permission from

the Department of Facility Management. The aredsont of the library and across skywalks,

bridges, and catwalks are off limits to campaignd will be used by the Student Court and Public

Relations Commission to advertise the election.

Campaign materials cannot be hung in the “You Aeeesigns.

Campaign materials hung on campus and campaigntesion campus must adhere to rules and

regulations of this Code as well as University tagans. Individual candidates, ballot measures

and constitutional amendments and their campaigneeaponsible for taking down all of their
own campaign materials before campaigning closes.

10. The use of sidewalk-chalking for campaign purpagdsot be tolerated.

11. Campaign activities or materials that interfereviNborth Dakota State University courses and
business are prohibited. This includes, but idinated to, electronic mailing lists, student
organization listservs, and unsolicited campaigmniagemail.

12. Removal, defacing, obscuring, or otherwise tamgenith campaign materials of a candidate,
ballot measure, or constitutional amendment igoeomitted by any individual(s).

13. Any candidate, ballot measure, or constitutionaéadment may stuff mailboxes in accordance
with the regulations set by the Student Activitigifice and the Department of Residence Life.

14. In order to prevent any influence over voters,@oairt will not permit any loitering in or around
the voting kiosks.

15. All public campaign materials must be removed 08A.M. on the first (1) day of the election,
Tuesday, April 8.

16. Campaign websites do not have to be taken offdjnthe above deadline, but the Student Court
will not permit any activity that would require sliients using public computers to view a campaign
website.

These
statements will be available to anyone who wisbesee them. These statements will be destroyed
thirty (30) days after the certification of the ien.

Failure to disclose campaign expenditures in theiirety may result in forfeiture of office. S8ection
412 (Enforcementfor restrictions and consequences.

D) Senatorial candidates are not required to subfimancial Statement ONLY IF they do not spend ANY
money. The Student Court reserves the right toasiginancial Statements from any candidate
suspected of using or exceeding their Senatoriddjbu

412 Enforcement

A) Scope All candidates (declared and write-in), ballatasures, and constitutional amendments in the
Student Body Election are bound by and may be pethunder this Code. Failure to comply with any
of these requirements/regulations may result ifefture of candidacy, loss of a percentage of yotes
any combination of the above, or other penaltigh@tiscretion of the Student Court.

B) Complaints If any individual eligible to vote, chooses t@oet any violation of the Code in the Student
Body Election occurring between the time campaigrpens and the time campaigning closes, must
file a formal complaint by 12:00 P.M. on Tuesdayrih8. Any individual choosing to report any
violation of the Code occurring between the timéngbegins and voting closes, must file a formal
complaint by 5:00 P.M. on Wednesday, April 9. a@xplaint should be typed and refer to a specific
campaign activity that violated the Code. Staddad forms for this purpose can be obtained froen t
Chief Justice or the Student Government Office aiAgthe complaint deadlines are as follows:

Complaints regarding campaigning: 12:00 P.M. oashay, April 8
Complaints regarding elections: 5:00 P.M. on Wedag, April 9

C) Complaint Hearings The Student Court will hold three (3) regulamgaint hearings during the
election process. All parties involved in the cdangt will have the opportunity to be heard. The
Student Court may make preliminary decisions orctivaplaints heard at the first or second complaint
hearing but will make all final decisions after fimeal complaint hearing. The Student Court withke
any decisions resulting in a loss of a percentdg®etes before any vote totals are disclosed to the
Court.

The Studentt may, at its discretion, issue a preliminary
injunction prior to any hearing if the Plaintiff @lvs reasonable cause that he/she may suffer iakelear
harm if the Defendant continues his/her allegediigrioper and/or illegal action. The issuance of a
preliminary injunction does not in any way indic#tat the Student Court has made a decision on the
merits of the complaint. It is merely a measutended to prevent any harm from occurring befoee th
Student Court can hear and rule on the complaint.
