The Committee is not responsible for art left
unattended outside of the gallery. If you need to make special delivery
arrangements you need to e-mail louha@mac.com as soon as possible.

e Artwork must be picked up no later than Saturday, March 27, 11 a.m. - 5 p.m.
Artwork cannot be picked up sooner. No responsibility will be assumed for
any damage caused if art is not picked up at this time.

The Presentation

Artwork MUST be properly matted and framed and ready for hanging,
this includes a hanging wire on the back of the art. Installation pieces and
exceptionally heavy or fragile pieces must be installed by the artist. Call ahead
of time if you have any concerns.

The Sales

A percentage of the proceeds from the sale will be donated to the Rape and
Abuse Crisis Center of Fargo-Moorhead. Make sure to mark how much of the
proceeds you would like to donate (minimum of 25%). If artwork is not for sale,
please mark NFS on the entry form.
