e To be applied to tuition, books, and/or fees through Financial Aid
e Valid only for the 2013-2014 academic year
e Award will be reported to the Financial Aid as a scholarship

Judging Criteria

e Applicants’ affirmation of multicultural identity and/or commitment to the multicultural community

e Evidence of diversity-based service, leadership or scholarship

e Evidence of serving, leading and working for change in multicultural communities, including as a role model,
mentor, and/or adviser.
