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To be eligible for a tuition waiver (student pays activity and miscellaneous fees, audits and undergraduate credits), a graduate student must

a) Be in good standing with The Graduate School (not unclassified, provisional, or those on academic probation) and

b) Be registered for the semester indicated.

Additionally, a TEACHING ASSISTANT must meet the written and spoken communication proficiency requirements:
1. Written proficiency can be met in one of the following ways:

a. Domestic students need a “B” or better in an English composition course at an accredited institution of higher learning in the United States. If such a grade has not been achieved, students need to pass the Language Proficiency Test (LPT).

b. International students need a passing score (5.0) on the Test of Written English (TWE) or the Language Proficiency Test (LPT).

c. International students can complete the Intensive English Language Program or English 112-114 with a grade of “B” or better.

2. Spoken proficiency can be attained by international students who pass the Test of Spoken English (TSE).

3. All teaching assistants whose first language is not English must have a TOEFL score 600 (paper) or 250 (computer) or 100 (IBT).
