North Dakota had been a state a little less than  
a year when Governor John Miller signed a bill 
on March 8, 1890, designating a square mile  
of land adjoining Fargo as the site of the new 
campus and demonstration farm under the name, 
North Dakota Agricultural College (NDAC).  
A commitment to the federal government was 
honored by establishing a college of agriculture 
and mechanic arts under the Morrill Act of 1862. 
The course of studies was to be a “Harmonious 
blend of technical and academic subjects.” 
Known as a “people’s college,” NDSU was part  
of a bold new experiment to provide access to  
a college education for the common person.
