 A minimum cumulative GPA of 3.00 in college course work and a minimum of 65 credits are required for 
evaluation for admission to the pharmacy program.  Actual admission “cut off” is generally much higher. 
 
Applications for admission to the pharmacy program must be made by January 1 of the sophomore year in pre-
pharmacy for fall semester admission. 
 
Selection committees will evaluate applicants for admission to the pharmacy program based on college 
records, state residency, PCAT scores, and other pertinent information.  A personal visit, which includes an 
impromptu essay written during the visit, may be part of the evaluation process. 
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
