Teens found great ways to save money:

        - Borrowed dresses, shoes and  jewelry.

        - Bought dresses after the prom for the next year.

        - Bought suit (larger) to wear more than one year.

        - Had friends help with make-up, hair and nails.

        - Teens ate at a friend’s house or at home.

     The average teen participating in the survey spent $284 for
expenses related to getting ready to go to prom, prom itself, and any
related post prom activities.  Girls tended to spend about $50 more on
prom than their male counterpart.

      Traditional trend of the male paying for the dinner, flowers and
dance did appear to be the norm.

     Extension professionals surveyed students in high school and
college.  Students were asked to reflect on their Prom experience.
