
Welcome to this introduction to Camtasia. By the time this lesson is finished you will have a better understanding of the flexibility that Camtasia offers in developing training and demonstration videos. Through hands-on practice you will learn to record a PowerPoint using the Camtasia add-in, record a screen capture demo, and bring your own images, video, and sound into your project. As you explore the Camtasia environment you will learn to make basic edits to your video and to use tools such as call-outs, zooms, and closed captions in order to enhance your project and make it more accessible. Finally, you will learn how to publish your video so that it can be shared with your audience.

At the bottom of the NDSU home page you will see the NDSU Index, which includes an alphabetical directory of departments. Select “I” from this directory. In the list that appears, find Information Technology Services and click on it. It should be the third one from the top.  Now you should be on the ITS home page. In the left side menu you will see a listing for the Technology Learning and Media Center. Click on this link. Congratulations, you have found the TLMC.
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
