January 30, 2014 – Arikara Room
Dean Sandstrom called the meeting to order at 3:00 p.m.  
Announcements
· Theatre Arts is celebrating 100 years of theatre, with a year-long series of events, including a Theatre Symposium in early May.  

· Teaching Café, a new group formed to facilitate the exchange of ideas and to provide an opportunity for small group discussion, will meet on the last Friday of each month through Spring Semester.  Faculty interested in joining the group should contact Carrie Anne Platt for more information.

· Christina Weber is working to develop mentoring activities in AHSS and has asked faculty to fill out a survey to provide input on mentoring needs in the college.

· Sanford Medical recently announced a new $125M gift to an initiative “marrying” internal medicine and genomics.  The College of AHSS has been invited to be a part of an NDSU Sanford Working Group.
· NDSU and AHSS received unprecedented donations at year-end through the Development Foundation.
· Faculty are asked to identify distinguished alumni.  Kent would like to meet with these alumni to encourage a connection and engagement with the College.

· Several searches are underway in the college.  Kent has met with finalists from a number of disciplines and has been very impressed with the quality of candidates.

· The Provost has requested input from each of the colleges for forming a master plan of program growth and development.

UNITE hires

· Bruce Maylath is serving as the search committee chair for a Director of Indigenous Tribal Studies, which will be an administrator position hired with tenure.  Other committee members are Brad Benton, Carol Pearson, Thomas Riley, Nolita Motu, and David Flute.  Ex officio faculty members are Donna Grandbois and Donald Warne.  There are currently 13 applicants, several coming from countries outside the United States.  The search committee will meet the second week of February to establish screening guidelines, with initial screening to begin on February 18.  Bruce is also part of a university-wide task force currently working on the development of an Indigenous Tribal Studies minor.

· Stephenson Beck is chairing the search committee for an entry level faculty position in African Diaspora Heritage Studies.  Other committee members are Verena Theile, Joy Sather-Wagstaff, Ineke Justitz, Kristi Groberg, Mohamed Abdirahman, Brenna Adams, and Nikodemous Hadera.  The search has closed, with 71 applicants.  The committee will narrow down the field of candidates to semi-finalists for reference checks and will then further narrow down to three finalists.  Multiple departments are involved in this search and input from faculty in all of these departments is important.
Melissa Vosen Callens has accepted the Assistant Professor of Practice position in Instructional Technology for the college, effective July 1, 2014.  The position is funded by DCE.
Rick Axelson has accepted the position of Director of the Center for Social Research and Associate Professor of Sociology.  He will begin his position June 1, 2014.

The college also has three new faculty who began their appointments January 1, 2014.  They are Adam Goldwyn, Assistant Professor of English; Sean Burt, Assistant Professor of History and English; and Meghan Kirkwood, Assistant Professor of Visual Arts.

Policy and Planning Committee Report – Stephenson Beck reported that the Policy and Planning Committee, as part of transitioning Architecture and Landscape Architecture into the College, has requested that the Curriculum Committee submit a proposal for administering the college’s general education requirements for Architecture and Landscape Architecture students. 
In response to feedback from faculty on the college general education requirements, Gwen Stickney, on behalf of the Curriculum Committee, proposed that professional degree programs and/or degrees other than the B.A. or B.S. within the college be eligible to be considered for exemption from the AHSS general education requirement.  The Committee also proposed that the current 12-credit general education requirement be reduced to 9 credits for students who enter or transfer into AHSS beginning in the Fall 2014, with 3 credits to be taken from the Humanities (ARB, ENGL, FREN, GERM, HIST, HUM, PHIL, RELS, SPAN, or WGS), 3 credits from the Social Sciences (ANTH, CJ, COMM, EMGT, POLS, SOC or WGS), and 3 credits from the Fine Arts (ARCH, ART, ENV, LA, MUSC or THEA).  A course with the WGS prefix may be used in only one area.  Both recommendations were approved via written ballots.

Gwen Stickney also reminded faculty to consult the Academic Affairs website for proper forms and syllabus requirements when submitting course proposal forms. 

Student Progress Committee – Jeanne Hageman will serve as chair this year.  The Committee is currently accepting scholarship applications for the AHSS college-wide scholarships.  The deadline for applications is March 3.

Visual Arts will be receiving a $1.5M to $2M endowment from the estate of James Falck, a portion of which will fund student scholarships.

Robert Littlefield outlined a new process for nominations for the College Awards in Teaching, Service, Research, and Creative Activity for this year.  Department Chairs/Heads are asked to submit nominations based on reviews of Faculty Activity Reports.  The Dean’s Office will also review Faculty Activity Reports and may submit additional nominations.  In addition, nominations will be accepted from any faculty member, including self nominations.  The Committee will review and narrow down the nominations and then contact the nominees to provide them with an opportunity to submit additional information to support their nomination.  Faculty Activity Reports should be completed and turned in to department chairs/heads by February 15.  They are due in the Dean’s Office by March 15.  
Promotion, Tenure, and Evaluation Committee – Christina Weber announced that the committee has finished its evaluation of all dossiers and will begin working on policy issues associated with hiring new faculty with tenure.

The Center for Writers will be celebrating the International Writing Congress week February 10-14, with a number of events scheduled over the course of the week.

Feedback is sought on the candidates for the Ombuds position and can be provided online.
The Provost search is moving forward.  Tom Riley will represent the College of AHSS on the search committee.  

Mark Harvey announced that NDSU will join Tri-College in participating in Earth Day on April 22.  More information will follow.
Betsy Birmingham announced that three students from the college have been recommended from US Fulbright for funding.
