Annotations

What are annotations?

· Annotations are additional descriptive and evaluative texts added to a work-cited / references entry. The annotations have a 1-inch indentation and are double spaced. When these citations and annotations are put together, it creates an annotated bibliography.  Annotations often talk about the primary use of the source, the author's background, the content of the source, organization, and strengths and weaknesses.

The
 book provides information about Norse Mythology to a student audience or an interested reader. Auerbach
 is also the author of Encyclopedia of World Mythology, and Simpson has translated several parts of the Volsunga sagas in The Northmen Talk. The book discusses 
Viking history; Norse Gods of the Warrior and Fertility cults; and Norse religious philosophy about creation, sustenance, and destruction. The text is divided into six sections 
that deal with the historical, religious, pantheon-related, and cultural aspects of the Nordic Legacy. The book uses excellent illustrations
 for explaining religious ideology, daily life, philosophy, and customs of Vikings. The book explains the socio-economic influence of the Viking lifestyle on the epistemology of the myths and is well-illustrated with photographs of rare artifacts and fossilized remains of Vikings, which help in a better understanding of Viking life.
