PREFACE

A Preface is optional. If used, this section gives an autobiographical account of how the disquisition came to be. Material that introduces readers to the content of the disquisition should not be included in the Preface. Instead, this material should be placed within the chapters of the disquisition, often in an Introduction.
Font size and type in the Preface must match the rest of the disquisition. The body of the Preface is double spaced. New paragraphs begin with an indented line. Margins must be at least 1 inch on each side of the page. Page number margins must be at least 0.75 inches from the bottom edge of the page. Page numbers for all prefatory material, such as the Preface, must be in lower-case Roman numerals. The Preface appears after the Dedication and begins on the page number immediately following the last page of the Dedication. The Preface may extend beyond one page. In this case, pages must be numbered consecutively.
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
