· Supplies required to operate the equipment are not allowed. 

· General purpose equipment is not allowed, i.e., office equipment and furnishings, telephones, etc.

· If requesting equipment as part of an ARF research grant, the same conditions will apply.
· Supplies, training, and maintenance costs of equipment are only allowed within the first year from date of equipment purchase.   

7) Project budget

For major crops proposals, a 25% match is required for projects led by individuals in North Dakota, and a 1:1 match for projects led by individuals outside North Dakota.

Each project co-sponsor providing matching funds must be listed including the organization name, contact person, and his/her email.

Also, previously committed funds cannot be used as an after-the-fact match. Existing salaries, fringe benefits and indirect costs are not allowable as match.
