Building a greenhouse has many aspects to it. The first general part is choosing where to put your greenhouse and the type of greenhouse you’d like. 
You want to position it in the South/South East in an open area. Be sure to know your climate zone. The area should have good drainage, access to heat, water, and electricity, shelter from the wind, and a storage area near at hand. 

Equipment:

Environmental settings should include heating, air circulation, ventilation, cooling, controllers for automation, watering systems, and readers of Carbon Dioxide and Light. 

Some structures include lean-to, mounted, and free standing structures. Frames include Quonset, gothic, rigid frame, A-frame, and inflatable. Permanent structures should be driven into the ground with steel spikes or railroad ties, and covered with several inches of gravel for drainage purposes. Glass, fiber,  and double layer rigid plastic are a few options used for part of a permanent structure.
