Poetry: again, playing with language.  This includes SOUND. See Jabberwocky.
True rhyme, slant rhyme.  On board
End rhyme, internal rhyme

Assonance, consonance, alliteration.

Now let’s talk about rhythm in terms of lineation: art of the line in poetry.

One kind of rhythm and way of determining line length is accentual verse. (Put “Wanderer” on board)

Another is syllabic verse. (Put “Dumb-Ass Vern” on board)
Another is accentual-syllabic. E.g., blank verse. (Put segment of “Birches” on board. Note beautiful sound qualities too.)
Look at segment of Macbeth for beauty.
