A Peek at Pecker
1) Describe Pecker's friends, family, and Baltimore community.

2) Describe the New York gallery managers, art critics, and "Friends of the Whitney."

3) Why is the New York crowd so impressed with Pecker's work? How do Pecker's friends and family view his work, both before and after he is recognized by the New York art establishment?

4) How would you characterize Pecker's photographs? What sort of "art" are they? 

5) Even though he finally loves Shelly “more than Kodak,” why is Pecker so into his photography? What does it do for him?
6) What happens to Pecker's life as his work becomes increasingly recognized?

7) What effect does Pecker's second Baltimore show have on the "Friends of the Whitney," and why does it have that effect? What do you make of the final scenes of the film?

8) What question(s) drives the narrative through most of this story? (What are we watching the film to find out?) How is that question finally answered?
9) How are character and plot intimately linked in this story? Is it a plot-driven piece or a character-driven piece?

10) How many distinct views of art and the creative process are represented in this film? How would you describe each of those views?

11) How might the art of photography translate into the art of writing poems and stories? That is, how is writing like taking pictures?  If Pecker were a writer instead of a photographer, what sort of work would he be producing?

12) What, ultimately, does this film seem to be saying about art: making it, viewing it, selling it? What and whom is art for? What connections can you make between Pecker’s story and Creative Writing, or between the film and your work (or your own hopes as a writer)?
