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For your first database assignment, you are to complete the following cases in your Microsoft application text:

Tutorial 9 - Case Problem 4 – GEM Ultimate Vacation
-and-

Tutorial 10 – Case Problem 4 – GEM Ultimate Vacation
The case begins on page AC516 and again on AC568.
You will turn in one database file for both tutorials.  The tutorial 10 case is a continuation of the tutorial 9 case.  When you begin the tutorial 10 case you must start with the file that you created when you completed the tutorial 9 case.  Do not start with the publishers file for the tutorial 10 case.
Before you begin the case you should rename the publisher’s file to the name that you will use when you turn in this assignment.  If you don’t name the database file correctly at the start of the assignment you may end up having to redo the assignment.
You should read and work through Access Tutorials 9 and 10 prior to beginning this assignment.
You must save every table, query, form, report, macro, and any other object that you create and/or use for this assignment.  
YOU MUST SAVE EVERY OBJECT EVEN WHEN THE TEXTBOOK SAYS NOT TO SAVE THEM.  
This is very important, in many steps the text tells you not to save the object, but YOU MUST SAVE EVERY OBJECT TO GET CREDIT.
With the exception of filenames the name of each object must match the name used in the cases.
If the case does not provide a name for an object pick a descriptive name (e.g. if you create a make table query for tutorial 9 – step 3 then use a name like “qry9-3-make-table”
In order to save paper you are NOT required to generate any printed output for this assignment.  You will only be turning in your *.accdb file.

The class variance on Access skills is probably very high.  You can help other students with questions and suggestions.  Each student must create their own solution.  If, while completing the assignment, you corrupt or lose your Access file you are expected to recreate the entire assignment.  You are not allowed to copy any part of a database file created by another student.
Important Points:

· Remember to close your Access database before you remove your disk.

· Make a backup copy of your work often.  
· Keep your backup copy on a separate disk.

· If you use a flash drive or removable drive use the software eject.

· Access database files tend to grow in size as you work on them.  Before you send me your assignment you can usually significantly reduce the size of your file using the DATABASE TOOLS -> COMPACT AND REPAIR DATABASE feature in Access.

Terms of the assignment:

· This is an individual project.

· You will turn in the following:

· Your single Access database file as a zipped archive.
· Due via email on the assignment due date.

· Your Access database file and the zipped archive file must be named using the standard filename conventions.

· prefix-LastFM.extension

· For example if and Joe B. Latimer completed this assignment then his file would be named: 

· db1-LatimerJB.accdb 

· The file must be archived in a single zip file named 

· db1-LatimerJB.zip 

· The assignment prefix is db1
· Your Access file must be sent to me as an email attachment.

· The subject line on the email message must be:  db1 submission
· The assignment is due by Sunday, 02/05 @ 11:59pm.
· A days-cubed late penalty will be applied for each day the assignment is late.
