Child Care Deserts, 2025 
This indicator reflects the number of counties in the state with a ratio of more than three young children (ages 0 through 
5) for every licensed child care slot. Research from the Center for American Progress has established that the number of 
licensed child care slots in a community should be able to reach at least one-third of young children. When slots are 
insufficient to meet this threshold, the likelihood that parents face difficulties finding child care increases. As such, a 
community with a ratio of more than three young children for every licensed child care slot indicates a child care desert.

This indicator reflects the percentage of children ages 3 and 4 who are enrolled in public or private early learning 
programs. Early learning programs include any group providing educational experiences for children during the years 
preceding kindergarten (e.g., Head Start, child care preschool, early childhood special education, or a school district 
prekindergarten program). Places where instruction is an integral part of the program are included (e.g., a preschool 
license through child care), but private homes that primarily provide custodial care are not included in these data.

Adverse Childhood Experiences, 2023/24 
This indicator reflects the percentage of children ages 0 through 17 who have experienced at least two adverse 
experiences in their lifetime. Adverse childhood experiences or ACEs, are potentially traumatic events that occur in 
childhood and include such things as experiencing violence, abuse, or neglect; witnessing violence in the home or 
community; and having a family member attempt or die by suicide. They can also include aspects of the child’s 
environment that can undermine their sense of safety, stability, and bonding, such as growing up in a household with 
substance use problems, mental health problems, and instability due to parental separation or incarceration. Research 
shows that the more ACEs adults reported from their childhood, the worse their physical and mental health outcomes as 
adults.
