Note: Employer supplied PPE does not include: ordinary (non-specialty) safety-toe footwear, ordinary (non-specialty) prescription eyewear, everyday clothing, weather gear, PPE not required by risk assessment or best management practices, or replacement PPE caused by employee loss or negligence. Approved PPE must be made available for common use and not be removed from the job site or premises for personal use.
