We do not recommend using line breaks (Enter) to space out content, as any changes to line spacing or other formatting above the line breaks will likely cause issues for content below the line breaks. Instead, if you need to force content onto a new page—such as a full page table or figure—insert a page break on the Insert tab. Warning: Use page breaks, not section breaks, unless you are inserting landscape pages.
